Dear Parish Family,

I hope that this update finds you well, and that you and your family have enjoyed our 
long, hot summer. It sure has been interesting, with the departure of Reverend Peter, 
and with the new bathrooms being installed. Exciting would be an understatement!

Even with all of the changes, one thing that I realized when I heard Bishop Wolf speak 
last Sunday is that we still have our children to teach, and they are expecting us to do 
so.
